Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 46 PERSON IN CHARGE

From 1st January 2022, all persons on board a boat while racing shall be members of a Club affiliated to
Australian Sailing and have an Australian Sailing number, or hold a valid SailPass, or if an international
competitor, be a member of club affiliated to a World Sailing recognised Member National Authority.

SAILPASS MEMBERSHIP

Effective from Sunday 3" October 2021 (SoPYC Opening Day), non-member competitors shall obtain a Day
Membership SailPass available from On Water Group office or by using the ‘Memberpoint’ smart phone App
before each race.

To download the Memberpoint App and purchase a SailPass for a day is free of charge. The number of
SailPasses that can be purchased at SoPYC for each individual is limited to 15 before an annual membership
subscription will be required.
